ROSTERS:
1. Rosters are unlimited.  Teams may carry 

as many members as they like.  The 
number of participants required for Men’s 
and Women’s play is seven and for Co-
Rec play is eight.

2. A participant may play on a maximum 
of one Men’s/Women’s team and one 

 Co-Rec team in each sport.
3. Roster additions are made when an 

individual is entered on a scoresheet and 
participates in a game.  Roster additions 
may be made at the game site with the 
Intramural Supervisor or Scorekeeper.  

 Team rosters will be frozen beginning 
with the semifi nal round of play.

4. Each team is required to use its roster 
from the current Intramural Flag Foot-
ball regular season.

ID CARDS:
A valid government-issued photo ID must 
be presented to be eligible to participate in 
any of the Campus Recreation and Intramu-
ral-sponsored activities.  Acceptable forms 
of identifi cation include a Georgia Southern 
University ID Card and a valid driver’s li-
cense.
