ROSTERS:

2. A participant may play on a maximum

 Co-Rec team in each sport.
3. Each division will be divided into leagues 

based upon the number of teams entered 
and playing availability.

4. Roster additions are made when an 
individual is entered on a scoresheet and 
participates in a game.  Roster additions 
may be made at the game site with the 
Intramural Supervisor or Scorekeeper.  

 The deadline for adding players to a 
team’s roster is the team’s last game 
of the regular season.

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TOURNAMENT FORMAT:  
1. Post-season tournaments will be held for 

Men’s, Women’s, and Co-Rec divisions.
2. The availability of time and facilities will 

determine the number of teams advancing to 
playoffs.

3. The top teams from selected leagues will 
advance to the All-Campus Championships.

DEFAULTS & FORFEITS:  
Teams that forfeit once (2 defaults=1 forfeit) will 
not be eligible for playoffs.  A second forfeit will 
result in suspension from further play.

ID CARDS:
A valid government-issued photo ID must be 
presented to be eligible to participate in any of 
the Campus Recreation and Intramural-spon-
sored activities.  Acceptable forms of identifi ca-
tion include a Georgia Southern University ID 
Card and a valid driver’s license.
