Courts located next to Hanner Fieldhouse.

ROSTERS:

A participant may play in only one division.

ID CARDS:

A valid government-issued photo ID must
be presented to be eligible to participate in
any of the Campus Recreation and Intramu-
ral-sponsored activities. Acceptable forms
of identification include a Georgia Southern
University ID Card and a valid driver’s li-
cense.



WAIVER RELEASE FORMS:
Each participant must read and sign a
Waiver Release Form and receive a star on
his/her ID card before participating in any
CRI-sponsored activity.

ELIGIBILITY:
Eligible:

All undergraduate and graduate students
who are currently enrolled and who have
paid the appropriate RAC fees. Students
enrolled for 4 or more on-campus hours
are charged RAC fees as part of semes-
ter tuition and fees. Studets enrolled for
3 hours or less must pay RAC fees at
Member Services.

All full-time faculty and staff members
employed by any division of Georgia
Southern University with a valid ID.

Ineligible:

All current GSU tennis players and red-
shirts (2009-2010 academic year).

EQUIPMENT:

Each player must provide his/her own ten-
nis racquet. Each player must supply one
unopened can of tennis balls for each match.
One can is to be used for each match. The
winner of the match takes the remaining un-
opened can to his/her next match. The loser
of the match keeps the can of used tennis
balls.
