Completed Team Entry Forms and fees are 
due at CRI Member Services on Tuesday, 
February 23 by 8:00 PM.  The entry fee must 
accompany the Entry Form in order for the 
team to be accepted.  
Registration may be limited.

DIVISIONS & LEAGUES: 
The divisions and leagues for Softball are:
1. Men’s - A, B, C, Fraternity, Residence Hall
2. Women’s - A, B, C, Sorority, Residence   
 Hall
3. Co-Rec - A & B

LOCATION OF PLAY:
All games will be played at the Recreation 
Multiplex (MP) and the Sports Complex (SC).

SCHEDULES:  
Season schedules will be available on 
Friday, February 26, by 4:00 PM at CRI 
Member Services.  Schedules will be posted 
on Intramural Sports bulletin boards in the 
RAC and on the CRI website at:
www.georgiasouthern.edu/cri.

DAYS AND TIMES OF PLAY:  
Games will be scheduled Sundays through 
Thursdays from 6:00 PM to 11:00 PM.  
League play will begin on March 1.

ROSTERS:
1. Rosters are unlimited.  Teams may carry 

as many members as they like.  The 
number of participants required for Men’s,  
Women’s, and Co-Rec play is ten.

2. A participant may play on a maximum 
of one Men’s/Women’s team and one 

 Co-Rec team in each sport.
3. Each division will be divided into leagues 

based upon the number of teams entered 
and playing availability.

4. Roster additions are made when an 
individual is entered on a scoresheet and 
participates in a game.  Roster additions 
may be made at the game site with the 
Intramural Supervisor or Scorekeeper.  

 The deadline for adding players to a 
team’s roster is the team’s last game 
of the regular season.

MANDATORY CAPTAINS’ MEETING

DATE:   Wednesday, February 24
TIME: 6:00, 7:00, 8:00 PM
LOCATION:   RAC Seminar Room

Each team must have a representative 
present at the Captains’ Meeting or that 

team will receive a loss and a sportsman-
ship rating of 2.0 added to its team record.
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TOURNAMENT FORMAT:  
1. Post-season tournaments will be held for 

Men’s, Women’s, and Co-Rec divisions.
2. The availability of time and facilities will de-

termine the number of teams advancing to 
playoffs.

3. The top teams from selected leagues will ad-
vance to the All-Campus Championships.

DEFAULTS & FORFEITS:  
Teams that forfeit once (2 defaults=1 forfeit) will 
not be eligible for playoffs.  A second forfeit will 
result in suspension from further play.

ID CARDS:
A valid government-issued photo ID must be 
presented to be eligible to participate in any of the 
Campus Recreation and Intramural-sponsored ac-
tivities.  Acceptable forms of identifi cation include 
a Georgia Southern University ID Card and a valid 
driver’s license.

WAIVER RELEASE FORMS:
Each participant must read and sign a Waiver Re-
lease Form before participating in any CRI-spon-
sored activity.

ELIGIBILITY:
Eligible:
• All undergraduate and graduate students 

who are currently enrolled and who have 
paid the appropriate RAC fees.  Students 
enrolled for 4 or more on-campus hours 
are charged RAC fees as part of semes-
ter tuition and fees.  Studets enrolled for 
3 hours or less must pay RAC fees at 
Member Services.

• All full-time faculty and staff members 
 employed by any division of Georgia Southern 

University with a valid ID.
Ineligible:
• All current GSU baseball/softball players and 

redshirts (2009-2010 academic year).

Note that a team is permitted no more than two (2) 
players on its roster who are current GSU Baseball/
Softball Club members.

SCRIMMAGE GAMES:
Scrimmage games will be held on Thursday, Feb-
ruary 25 and Sunday, February 28.  Teams may 
sign up for scrimmage games immediately follow-
ing the Captains’ Meeting.
